AN INTRODUCTION TO USING HISTORIC MAPS IN WOODLAND STUDIES – NWDG WORKSHOP

This workshop will introduce you to the application of Scotland’s rich historic map resources in the investigation of wooded landscapes. Alongside other strands of evidence, historic maps can provide a valuable window to understanding the development of a wood over time. We will explore their application in the Kinclaven Bluebell Woods, a wonderful Woodland Trust site in rural Perthshire. We aim to share skills which will enable you to explore the history of your own woodland sites thereafter. 

Peter Quelch (forester & native woods expert) and Coralie Mills (wooded landscape archaeologist / dendrochronologist) are specialists in the study of cultural wooded landscapes and have undertaken woodland heritage projects for a wide range of landscapes and ownerships in Scotland. Old maps are always a central part of our studies.

The workshop will start indoors at the Kinclaven Village Hall at 10 am with an introductory talk on historic maps as a key strand of evidence in Woodland Heritage studies. We shall then explore some historic map resources indoors, focussing on those for Kinclaven Wood itself. After lunch we will walk in Kinclaven Wood comparing the map evidence with the field evidence to investigate the history of this wood. We aim to finish around 4.30 to 5 pm.
Tea and coffee will be provided in the morning, please bring a packed lunch with you. Please have warm and waterproof clothing and stout footwear with you too.
